» Dogs cannot be left alone. No more than 2 dogs per handler are permitted.
« Dogs must wear a collar with current vaccination tags and city dog license at all times.
- Owners are required to stop their dog(s) from digging and must fill any holes created.
» Water is provided outside of the dog park. Do not bring water bowls as they could
spread the kennel cough virus.
