The Bremer County Board of Supervisors met in session on Tuesday, August 5, 2025 in the
Courthouse, Waverly, lowa, at 9:00 a.m. Hildebrandt, Cerwinske, Brunkhorst present. Kassandra
Johansen, Finance Director, also present.

Following the Pledge of Allegiance, the meeting was called to order by Chairman Hildebrandt.
