Meeting was called to order by Chairman Kammeyer. Hildebrandt moved/Neil second to
approve the agenda after removing the Veterans Affairs department update.

Hildebrandt moved/Neil second to go in to Closed Session at 9:00 a.m. per lowa Code 21.5(1)(i)
to interview an applicant for Human Resource Manager.
