Meeting was called to order in the first floor meeting room by Vice Chairman Hildebrandt. Neil
moved/ Hildebrandt second to approve the agenda.

Board met with Landon Moore, Engineer, for a weekly Secondary Roads department update.

Renewal report. Neil moved/Hildebrandt second to approve FY21 Annual Urban Renewal
Report.

Neil moved/Hildebrandt second to authorize Board Chair to sign a 28E agreement
for service funding between Northeast lowa Area Agency on Aging, Bremer County & 17
counties in the area.

Neil moved/Hildebrandt second to table setting the date for the first public hearing for
designating EMS as an essential service, until the October 4™ meeting.

Board/Committee updates: Neil attended Second Judicial District Board meeting. Hildebrandt
attended Mental Health & Disability Services of the East Central Region Governing Board
meeting.

Scott LaRue, GIS/Maintenance, presented quotes for removal of trees. Neil moved/ Hildebrandt
second to accept the quote from lowa Tree Service for $1,550 to remove 2 damaged maple trees
on the Courthouse lawn.
