The Bremer County Board of Supervisors met in session on Monday, March 7, 2022 in the
Courthouse, Waverly, lowa, at 8:45 a.m. Hildebrandt, Neil, Kammeyer present. Kassandra
Johansen, Finance Director, also present. Unless otherwise noted all actions were approved
unanimously.

Meeting was called to order by Chairman Hildebrandt. Kammeyer moved/Neil second to
approve the agenda with removal of a request for vacation carryover for Sheri Joebgen, CBS.

Board met with Barb Meeker, Human Resource Mgr. Kammeyer moved/Neil second to continue
to offer the annual Walk in Wellness lab testing to employees during the annual open enrollment
period at the expense of the Health Insurance fund. Employee’s family members who are
covered by Bremer County Health Insurance are also eligible for the screening.

Kammeyer moved/Neil second to approve the 2/28/22 minutes.
