Public comment: Marva Schuldt expressed opposition against the CO2 pipeline proposed to be constructed
through Bremer County.

Kammeyer moved/Neil second to approve electronic filing of State of lowa 509A Certificate of Compliance.

Kammeyer moved/Neil second to authorize Board Chair to sign a contract between Bremer County Community
Based Services and the lowa Northland Regional Council of Governments for FY23 transportation services.
