September 5, 2023
The Bremer County Board of Supervisors met in session on Tuesday, September 5, 2023
in the Courthouse, Waverly, lowa, at 9:00 a.m. Kammeyer, Cerwinske, Hildebrandt present.
Unless otherwise noted all actions were approved unanimously. Some Resolutions and
Ordinances herein are summary descriptions, full text is available for viewing online at:

Following the Pledge of Allegiance, the meeting was called to order by Chairman Kammeyer.
Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to approve the agenda.

Public comment: Chad Gappa, Motorola Solutions, representing the lowa Statewide
Interoperable Communications System (ISICS), inquired about the timeline for funding the 911
Communications Project and asked if the board had any questions for him.

Public comment: Cerwinske asked the board whether or not there is a desire to put a discussion
on the board’s agenda to consider the fees & restrictions in the County’s Ordinance on Home
Industry Permits. Darius P. Robinson, County Attorney, at the request of Cerwinske, present to
share legalities of the proposition.

Board met with Tim Meeker, Customer Convenience Center Mgr., to review the Regional
Collection Center Grant Program for construction of a scale/household hazardous waste building,
to discuss months of operation for accepting household hazardous waste, to review Regional
Collection Center license renewal process (for collecting household hazardous waste) and
consider quotes for roofing the scale building. Grant money is available for a new scale
house/household hazardous waste processing building. Placement of the building will be
explored for feasibility. Meeker was asked to research square footage needs and to draft a rough
design of the building. Months of operation for accepting household hazardous waste is required
by the IDNR to be year-round, therefore no action was taken. Due to the possibility for
constructing a new scale house, no action was taken on quotes for roofing.

Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to authorize Board Chair to sign a MOU with the lowa
OCIO Security Operations Center for Endpoint Detection & Response (EDR) software on
computers used by election staff.
