The Bremer County Board of Supervisors met in session on Tuesday, April 16, 2024, in the
Courthouse, Waverly, lowa, at 9:00 a.m. Cerwinske, Kammeyer, Hildebrandt present. Kassandra
Johansen, Finance Director, also present. Unless otherwise noted all actions were approved
unanimously.

Following the Pledge of Allegiance, the meeting was called to order by Chairman Cerwinske.
Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to approve the agenda. Pam Egli present to observe for
the duration of the meeting.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve the 4/9/24 minutes.

Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to approve claims as listed below and authorize the
Auditor to issue checks.

Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to adopt RESOLUTION #24-25 Fund Transfer.
WHEREAS, Section 331.432 of the Code of lowa requires the Board of Supervisors of Bremer
County lowa to authorize the transfer of funds by resolution; BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board
of Supervisors authorizes the following transfer per FY24 Budget: From General Basic Fund to
Health Department Fund $81,400. So passed and adopted this 16" day of April, 2024.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to adopt RESOLUTION #24-26: 911 Communications
Project Debt Service Fund (2010). WHEREAS, Bremer County issued General Obligation
Emergency Communications Bonds, Series 2023 (the Bonds) on December 5, 2023; and
WHEREAS, the Bonds are payable from ad valorem taxes levied against all taxable property
with the County which will be collected in a Debt Service Fund; THEREFORE, BE IT
RESOLVED that the Board of Supervisors of Bremer County hereby authorizes the set-up of a
dedicated Debt Service Fund for payment of the Bonds. So passed and adopted this 16" day of
April, 2024.

Public comment: Board conversed about the sampling of policies collected from other counties
regarding employees who reside outside Bremer County driving a county vehicle home.

Finance Director Johansen presented FY24 Budget Amendment proposals.

FY24 budget amendment to be at 9:15 a.m., May 7, 2024.

Barbara Meeker, HR Mgr.,
present.

Board met with Adam Hoffman, Treasurer, to consider an updated Bremer County Investment
Policy. Hoffman will distribute a revised draft of the policy to be considered at the next regular
board meeting.

Board met with Lindsey Koehler, B & Z Admin. Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to open
the Public Hearing for the Second Reading of Ordinance #24-04, an ordinance amending Bremer
County, 1A Zoning Ordinance Title 5, Chapter 3, Articles 3.23 and 14.02. No one present from
the public, no comments received. Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to close the Public
Hearing. Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to concur with the Planning & Zoning
Commission and approve the Second Reading of Ordinance #24-04 and waive the Third
Reading. Hildebrandt suggested a Third Reading be held due to the nature of the Ordinance.
Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to amend the motion and concur with the P & Z
Commission and approve the Second Reading of Ordinance #24-04 and set the date for the Third
Reading for April 23, 2024 at 11:00 a.m.
