The Bremer County Board of Supervisors met in session on Tuesday, February 20, 2024, in the
Courthouse, Waverly, lowa, at 8:30 a.m. Cerwinske, Kammeyer, Hildebrandt present. Kassandra
Johansen, Finance Director, also present. Unless otherwise noted all actions were approved
unanimously.

Following the Pledge of Allegiance, the meeting was called to order by Chairman Cerwinske.
Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve the agenda.

Board met with Kip Ladage, Emergency Management/Safety & Risk Mgr. by phone to discuss
updated information since the initial February 6™ meeting in regard to a new release of federal
funds available for buyout of properties repetitively flooded or substantially damaged by high
water events. The county will be responsible for the cost of appraisals on those properties and
likely will be reimbursed as a part of the program. Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to
approve Ladage to work toward securing the Swift Current/FMA Property Acquisition Grant
Funding and begin the appraisal process on the identified properties in Bremer County.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve the 2/13/24 minutes.

Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to approve claims as listed below and authorize Auditor
to issue checks.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to authorize Board Chair to sign a Wellmark Consultant
Designation and Authorization Form -changing from Cottingham & Butler Consulting to Direct
with Wellmark effective 3/1/24.

Board discussed location possibilities for potentially constructing a new scale house and climate-
controlled building at the Customer Convenience Center.

Board/Committee updates: Hildebrandt reported attending INRCOG Executive Board and
Transportation Committee meetings; Kammeyer attended IA Workforce Development Board
meeting; Cerwinske attended EMA Commission meeting.
