The Bremer County Board of Supervisors met in session on Tuesday, June 11, 2024 in the
Courthouse, Waverly, lowa, at 10:00 a.m. Cerwinske, Kammeyer, Hildebrandt present.
Kassandra Johansen, Finance Director, also present. Unless otherwise noted all actions were
approved unanimously.

Following the Pledge of Allegiance, the meeting was called to order by Chairman Cerwinske.
Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve the agenda.

Public comment: Adam Hoffman, Treasurer, informed the board that the Treasurer’s Office will
be closed for annual staff training on June 20" and presented outdoor signage that will be
utilized at the end of the sidewalks as a customer service initative informing the public on the
days the Treasurer’s Office will be closed.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve the 6/4/24 minutes.

Public comment: Kammeyer informed the board that an abatement request for a storage facility
that will be added to the next agenda.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve claims as listed below and authorize Auditor
to issue checks.

Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to approve a correction on a payroll change for Steven
Jordan, Election Clerk, from $22/hr. to $25/hr., orientation over effective 5/20/24.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve a request for compensatory time carryover for
Braeden Goding, Auditor’s office Payroll/Accounts Payable Clerk.

Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 24-41 Fund Transfer.
WHEREAS, Section 331.432 of the Code of lowa requires the Board of Supervisors of Bremer
County lowa to authorize the transfer of funds by resolution; BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board
of Supervisors authorizes the following transfer per FY24 Budget: From Debt Service Fund to
General Basic $53,402. So passed and adopted this 11" day of June 2024.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to authorize Board Chair to sign a Service Agreement to
participate in the ISAC HIPAA Program for FY25.

Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 24-42 ABATEMENT OF
TAXES. WHEREAS, Section 445.63 of the Code of lowa requires the Board of Supervisors of
Bremer County, lowa to authorize the Treasurer to strike from the tax books all taxes regular,

interest, and costs for properties that have been attained by a governing body and the real estate
taxes that were previously owing on the parcel, prior to the governing body’s ownership, and the
governing body has refused to pay such taxes; WHEREAS, parcel 0935455016 was deeded to
the City of Janesville on or about July 1, 2022. THEREFORE, the Bremer County Board of
Supervisors directs the Treasurer to strike from the tax books and abate all taxes regular, interest
and costs per the following schedule.
