Following the Pledge of Allegiance, the meeting was called to order by Chairman Cerwinske.
Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to approve the agenda.

Kammeyer moved/Hildebrandt second to approve the 2/27/24 minutes.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve claims as listed below and authorize Auditor
to issue checks.

Board of Supervisors Canvassed the February 27, 2024 City of Sumner Special Election. Steven
Jordan, Election Clerk, presented canvass documents.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to receive and place on file, the Audit
Report/Certification of the February 27, 2024 City of Sumner Special Election from the Auditor.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to approve payroll additions for Keelea Navara, CBS
Direct Care Staff, part time, $14.50/hr./$9.80/hr. sleep time, effective 3/6/24 & Selena Guillen,
Jailer, full time, $45,448/yr., effective 3/11/24; payroll change for Victor Viramontes, Jailer,
from $41,500/yr. to $45,448/yr., merit increase effective 3/10/24.
