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Following the Pledge of Allegiance, the meeting was called to order by Chairman Brunkhorst. 
Cerwinske moved/Hildebrandt second to approve the agenda.

Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to approve the 5/12/26 minutes.

Cerwinske moved/Hildebrandt second to approve claims as listed below and authorize Auditor to issue checks. 

Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to approve a payroll addition for Nathan Schlueter, Conservation seasonal, $14/hr. effective 5/26/26; CBS step increase payroll changes for Gina Mendoza, Direct Care Staff, from $17/hr./$10.30/hr. sleep time to $17.25/hr./$10.40/hr. sleep time, effective 6/6/26; Sary Stewart, Billing & Account Clerk, from $25.25/hr. to $25.50/hr., effective 6/1/26. 

Cerwinske moved/Hildebrandt second to approve Treasurer’s Office hourly staff wage increases. Following discussion regarding timing of fiscal year wage increases, vote on the motion was: Ayes: None, Nays: All.

Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 26-34: SUSPENSION OF TAXES TAX YEAR 2025. WHEREAS, Section 427.9 of the Code of Iowa requires the Board of Supervisors of Bremer County Iowa to order the Treasurer to suspend the collection of all the taxes, special assessments, and rates or charges, including interest, fees, and costs, assessed against the parcels and remaining unpaid for those individuals that present to the county board of supervisors evidence they are receiving federal supplementary security income or state supplementary, as defined in section 249.1, or are a resident of a health care facility, as defined by section 135C.1, which is receiving payment from the department of human services for the person’s care; WHEREAS, the eligibility for continued tax suspension of the individuals owning Parcels 0133200014, and 0714200002 have been verified by the Iowa Department of Human Services as required annually under Section 427.9 of the Code of Iowa; THEREFORE, the Board of Supervisors of Bremer County Iowa directs the Treasurer to suspend the collection of all the taxes, special assessments, and rates or charges, including interest, fees, and costs, assessed against the Parcels 0133200014, and 0714200002 for tax year 2025. So passed and adopted this 19th day of May, 2026.

Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to ratify the City of Readlyn’s rural Library Trustee appointee, Glenda Kleitsch, to the Readlyn Community Library Board.

Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to open the Public Hearing for FY26 Budget amendment. No public present, no comments receive for or against. Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to close the Public Hearing. 

Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 26-35: FY26 Budget Amendment. WHEREAS the FY26 Budget originally adopted April 22, 2025 and amended on January 27, 2026 requires an increase in revenues for the departments of County Attorney, Elections, Local Option Sales Tax, Landfill Closure Department and a decrease in revenues for the Health Department and Non Departmental as well as an increase in expenditures for the departments of County Attorney, Elections, Courthouse, County Farm Site, County Engineer, and Landfill Closure Department and a decrease in expenditures for the departments of Local Option Sales Tax, Health Department, Mental Health and Non Departmental and WHEREAS a public hearing concerning the proposed amendment was held on May 19, 2026, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors to amend the FY26 Budget as published and in accordance with Iowa Code Section 331.435. So Passed and Adopted this 19th Day of May, 2026.  

Hildebrandt moved/Cerwinske second to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 26-36: FY26 Budget Amendment Appropriation. WHEREAS the FY26 Budget was amended to account for increases in expenditures adopted in the original published budget: BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Supervisors of Bremer County, Iowa that the following appropriation changes are made to the respective department for fiscal year ending June 30, 2026, as presented in the following table:
