The following estimates for repair/replacement of approximately 1600 feet of tile from US HWY

Chad Heim Excavating $33,600.00 $40,800.00

Discussion ensued on repair of the sink hole and the larger 1600’ repair/replacement options.

Hildebrandt moved/Kammeyer second to award the repair work to Bergmann Bros Trucking &
Excavating with the sink hole to be completed this fall and the 1600’ repair/replacement to be
done in the Spring 2021 if conditions permit.
