DRAINAGE MINUTES
December 1, 2021

The Bremer County Board of Supervisors as Trustees of Drainage District #16 in Bremer
County, 1A, met in session on Wednesday, December 1, 2021 in the Courthouse, Waverly, lowa,
at 11:00 a.m. Kammeyer, Neil present. Hildebrandt present by phone. Unless otherwise noted, all
actions were approved unanimously.

Meeting was called to order by Chairman Kammeyer. Neil moved/Hildebrandt second to
approve the agenda. Kassandra Johansen, Finance Director, Landon Moore, County Engineer,
and Jennifer Bremner, Real Estate Deputy, present.

Hildebrandt moved/Neil second to approve the 11/22/21 minutes.

Trustees reviewed new quotes submitted by the contractors who had submitted unsuccessful bids
in October 2020 for the work not yet completed by Bergmann Bros. Trucking & Excavating on
the DD16-20-2 Work Order in Drainage District #16. Moore explained that Chad Heim
Excavating & Trucking is more firm and earlier on the timeline for availability to complete the
project. Smith Excavating Inc.’s quote is lower and guaranteed completion of the project prior to
2022 crop planting. Heim and Smith both stated that the cost for connections will be above and
beyond the quote since the number of connections is unknown until the work is done. Moore
informed Trustees that the cost of the tile has increased from a year ago from $7.75/ft. to $9/ft.

Hildebrandt moved/Neil second to accept the quote from Smith Excavating Inc. for DD16-20-2
Work Order in Drainage District #16 with the stipulation work will be completed prior to 2022
crop planting.

Trustees directed Auditor’s Office to send an informative letter to the landowners with an update
to the progress of the DD16-20-2 Work Order.

Hildebrandt moved/Neil second to adjourn at 11:09 a.m.
