DRAINAGE MINUTES

Bremner gave an update on the DD #1 Petition to Dissolve. Trustees directed Bremner to send a letter to
landowners asking for return of forms by 10/31/23 and the Trustees would move forward with action on
11/7/23.

Klingbeil gave an update on his communication with the lowa DOT regarding DD#19. Trustees directed
Klingbeil to work with the District’s Drainage attorney Mike Gabor for a legal opinion.

Klingbeil discussed the possible repair/improvement options for DD #5 Work Order DD5-22-1. Grant
Grober, Thomas Grober and Dawn Lau also present as well as those listed above. Trustees stated the
options involving the gas line were too cost prohibitive. Klingbeil was instructed to further look into
detailed estimates for utilizing the existing open ditch East of the road option and for re-routing the tile
South of the existing main East of the road option for the board to consider.
