Avoid contact with wild birds or other sick animals.

Do not consume raw, unpasteurized milk or milk products.
Cook poultry, beef, and eggs to safe internal food temperatures.
Get your seasonal flu shot to prevent potential co-infection with both bird flu and
seasonal flu at the same time.
After playing outdoors in areas with waterbirds, wash and disinfect clothing, equipment,
and footwear. Wash hands often.
Talk to your doctor if you have flu-like symptoms and suspect you were exposed to sick or
dead birds within the last 10 days.

o Symptoms may include: cough, sore throat, eye redness/discharge, fatigue, fever,

runny nose, muscle pain, stiff joints, headache, difficulty breathing.
